Amazing Agriculture Facts…





The agriculture and agri-food industry contributes $100 billion annually to Canada’s gross domestic product (GDP).


Canada is the 5th largest agricultural exporter in the world, and the agriculture and agri-food industry employs 2.1 million Canadians (that’s 1 in 8 jobs).


In 2011 canola acres surpassed spring wheat acres in Manitoba.


Former University of Manitoba professor Baldur Stefanson helped turn a minor crop called rapeseed into canola, one of the world’s most popular food oils.


The average age of farmer operators in 2011 was 53.1 years.


In 2011 the average Manitoba farm size was 1,135 acres.


In 1931, one in three Canadians lived on a farm. Today, it’s only one in 46!


23.6% of Manitoba farm operators were female in 2011.
